Health Savings Account, HSA 
December 2003, health savings account legislation was signed into law. The account is a tax-sheltered 
savings similar to an IRA, but earmarked for medical expenses.  In addition, the law requires you to 
carry a low-cost, high deductible health insurance policy to cover larger expenses.  Deposits can be made 
by an individual, employer, or others, can be withdrawn by check or debit card, and are 100% tax 
deductible.  Left-over money each year remains in the account and continues to grow with interest. The 
HSA stays with the employee if he leaves an employer. In 2004, the annual contribution has been $2600 for 
individuals: $5150 for families.  
 
HSA accounts can be opened through insurance brokers and banks. Check the government website for 
details, any law changes, and transactions after age 65.  www.treas.gov.  Office of Public Affairs.   
 

Illegal Script Writing Is A Felony 
Stealing and writing illegal prescriptions is fraud, and fraud is a felony. Conviction can result in fines, jail 
time, loss of licenses, posting on the Medicare exclusion list,  www.oig.hhs.gov. , and public identification  
in Colorado Criminal Court records.   
PREVENTING illegal script writing begins by becoming pro-active. Start with background checks on new 
and current staff.  Write your policies in the employee handbook and announce, “Thefts will be reported and 
prosecuted.”  As with your checkbook, take obvious precautions. Limit accessibility to prescription pads, lock 
up the signature stamps, and never pre-sign scripts. Number and track the pads. By keeping your staff alert, 
stealing from your office becomes difficult.    
PROSECUTE  If illegal script writing is discovered,  gather your evidence and witnesses. Alert your lawyer, 
and follow the advice. Contact the local police department and fill out the report.  Your conscientious effort 
will take a little time.  The result: you will help keep thieves out of your office and the medical community.
