TIPS: EMAILING YOUR RESUME
When responding to a job posting via e-mail, most likely your response will be pre-screened and separated into a  “potential candidate” or “no”  pile. Increase your “yes” chances by making all correspondence look business-like:  

1. Follow the company’s application guidelines exactly. 

2. The subject line should read  “Jane Smith, Resume for (advertised) position” 
3. If the organization requires a Word attachment, name it, “smith.jane.resume.doc.” 

4. Send your email to only one organization at a time. Do not broadcast.

5. Cancel the email verification system - the one that asks for a response upon receipt.

6. To save confusion, use only one email address until you have found a job. 

7. At each company apply to only the position for which you are best qualified.

BLUE CROSS POLICY DENIES PAYMENT FOR 9 MEDICAL ERRORS

October 1, 2008 Michigan Blue Cross Blue Shield will start a policy to deny hospital payments for nine medical errors considered preventable. Errors include: objects left in a body after surgery, air embolism following surgery, blood incompatibility, equipment-associated infections; advanced pressure sores; surgery on the wrong patient; surgery on the wrong body part; wrong surgery; and hospital-acquired injuries including falls and burns.  
The federal Centers for Medicare & Medicaid Services made a similar policy announcement earlier this year. In addition, Medicare is considering more conditions for non-payment which will start in October 2009: surgical site infections, septicemia, ventilator-associated pneumonia, delirium, Legionnaires’ disease, and pulmonary embolism. MEDICAL TOURISM GUIDELINES FOR EMPLOYERS: AMA
In a June policymaking meeting in Chicago the American Medical Association said employers should make sure overseas medical care is safe before sending personnel to have medical procedures out of the country. They advised medical tourists to seek care from only accredited hospitals and doctors; know the legal rights in the country where they receive care; and bring their medical records with them. AMA said patients should be aware of the risks associated with long flights after surgeries, such as blood clots. Tour agencies are grumbling that this is “medical protectionism.”                 Jeremy Smerd.
